Advancement Via Individual Determination (AVID) is an academic elective course that prepares
students for college readiness and success, and it is scheduled during the regular school day as
a year-long course. Students may earn up to 4 credits in High School for AVID. Each week,
students receive instruction utilizing a rigorous college preparatory curriculum provided by AVID
Center, tutor-facilitated study groups, motivational activities and academic success skills. In
AVID, students participate in activities that incorporate strategies focused on Writing, Inquiry,
Collaboration, Organization, and Reading (WICOR), Character Development, Communication,
and College Preparedness to support their academic growth. AVID I-1V provides a mechanism
for elevating previously middle performing students for college readiness.
